2. The gym will seat 2000 spectators.

3. A coach’s hospitality room and lounge will be provided for head coaches and their
assistants only. A variety of food and drink will be provided at no charge. There
is a maximum of four (4) coaches per team.

4. A full concession stand set up with warm and cold foods and drinks for
participants and spectators will be provided. This will be available from 3:00 p.m.
to 11:00 p.m. Friday night and from 9:30 am to 10:00 p.m. on Saturday.

TYPE OF TOURNAMENT:

Our Tournament is a double elimination tournament with each wrestler being assured
of at least two matches and possibly having seven matches over the two-day period.
We will use six mats.

*WEIGH-IN TIMES:

Friday, December 2 - 2:30 p.m. to 3:30 p.m.
Saturday, December 3 - 8:30 a.m. to 9:30 a.m.
*weigh-ins will be conducted by teams, not weight classes. Numbers for team
weigh-ins will be assigned based on your roster entry on Baum’s Page.

All contestants (male and female) shall weigh in wearing a suitable undergarment
that completely covers the buttocks and the groin area. Female contestants must
also wear a suitable undergarment that covers their breasts.

SECURITY:
Information you may want to pass along to your wrestlers. We currently have over

100 cameras in our school. Vandalism and theft will not be tolerated. Security will be
on duty during the tournament.



IMPORTANT:

Solon High School is in session until 2:55 p.m. We are requested that you arrive no
earlier than 2:15 p.m. This will give us an opportunity to clear our building of senior
students who are dismissed at 2:00 p.m.

FOOD:
In addition to our concession stand there are numerous eating establishments in and
around Solon. We will not have team meals available. Maps will be provided to local
area restaurants.

PASSES:
A pass list has been attached to this mailing. Type the appropriate names on the pass list

and return by fax, 440-349-7712, or e-mail to markmcguire @solonboe.org.
This information MUST be at the pass gate prior to weigh-ins on Friday, December 3.

Each team will receive a maximum of twenty-two (22) passes for participants, coaches,
bus drivers, etc. It is the coach’s responsibility to see that the list is returned prior to
weigh-ins.

rosters and seed nominations. The process should eliminate the need for faxes, phone calls, and/or surface mail
and will provide accurate spelling of names and the most current rosters and records.

3. District Place - 157, 2", 3" or 4th *16 Match Minimum

e If your school is not listed, click the Add School link and submit a request.

e If you already have an account, click on Login and enter your UserID and Password.

Please apply and set up your account NOW. You may finalize your roster later, but setting up and testing

1. Use My Sports/Modify Athletes to enter your athlete’s names and grades into the database.

*  You may enter your athletes one at a time or paste your complete roster from an Excel file with three
fields: First Name, Last name, and Grade.
e  Athletes will automatically be alphabetized as you enter them on your roster.
2. Use My Sports/Submit Rosters to enter wrestlers into their weight classes.

®  (Click on the weight and select the wrestler.
¢ Enter tournament criteria and records only for wrestlers that you are nominating for seeds.
3. Click Submit Rosters to submit your tournament entry form.
4. Click Get Printable Roster to print a copy for your records.
The entry window will close precisely at the posted entry deadline! (Nov. 30 at 7:00 PM EST)
You may login and make changes anytime prior to the entry deadline!
Always click Submit Rosters to submit the changes!
